e  You will receive an email with your Student Identification Number (SID) within 10-14 business days of application.

[ Step 2: Assess Your Starting Point
Before a new student meets with a College Navigator for a mandatory GET Started advising appointment to enroll in
classes, they need to have achieved placement. To enroll in degree programs at BTC, both an English and math
placement are required. There are multiple methods for a new student to assess their starting point at BTC. They may
use one or more of the following:

e Submit official Washington State High School transcripts from within the last three (3) years for evaluation

o We cannot accept out-of-state High School Transcripts for placement.
e Submit official transcripts from other colleges or universities for evaluation
o Must be from a regionally accredited institution.

e Submit other test scores for evaluation (ACCUPLACER, Compass, Asset, Smarter Balance, SAT, ACT etc.)

e Complete Bellingham Technical College Guided Self-Placement Assessments
Guided Self-Placement (GSP) consists of online English and Math assessments. They define and demonstrate
requirements that are specific to the different courses in which a student can place. Guided self-placement is intended
to support students to be successful in their coursework. It is designed to help them make an informed choice about
which level of classes are most appropriate to start. The assessments are free, and can be accessed online at any time.

Receive evaluation results from Credential Evaluator with instructions for scheduling a GET Started Appointment (Step 3)

[J Step 3: Advising & Registration
Students must attend a mandatory GET Started Appointment, where students will meet with a College Navigator to help
navigate Goals, create an Education Plan, become Tech Ready, and register for classes.

e These appointments typically last one (1) hour and Step 2 must be completed before making an appointment.

e Schedule an appointment using the instructions provided by Assessment Center or Credential Evaluator in Step 2.

[J Step 4: Prepare to Attend
e Pay tuition and fees. View current tuition and fee rates, and/or due dates, at www.btc.edu/tuition
e Get your Student ID Card in the Campus Center building
e Buy textbooks in the Campus Store (in the Campus Center building), or at www.btc.edu/campusstore

[1 Step 1: Apply for Financial Aid

Submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) at www.studentaid.gov or WA Application for State Financial Aid
(WASFA) at https://wsac.wa.gov/wasfa if student is undocumented, immigration status or owing a repayment on Pell Grant.
To complete your FAFSA you will need:

A FSA ID from the Department of Education site. This helps them identify you when accessing your information, and
acts as your electronic signature. If you are a dependent of your parent or guardian, they will need their own FSA ID.
Create your FSA ID at www.studentaid.gov

Income records, such as W2s, copies of federal tax returns, and SSI benefits from 2 years prior. Dependent students
will need their parents’ or guardians’ income records.

You'll receive a Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Department of Education. This is a summary of the information you
provided. Review the SAR carefully.

After you have successfully completed your FAFSA/WASFA it will take 5-7 business days to be uploaded at BTC. To process
your financial aid additional documents may be required. Please watch your ctcLink To Do list items and submit all
requested documents.
