Towards the back of this form are applications for particular scholarships, most require the 

General Scholarship Application however some have their own application such as the Hilda 

Burrows, Project Best, etc. You can complete the applications and turn them into the financial 

aid office.  Please turn everything in together if possible.  

Not all scholarships may be awarded. If you are awarded a scholarship you will receive a letter 

stating the scholarship you were awarded and the amount. If you do not receive a scholarship 

you will also receive a letter to that effect.
